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Chapter 1. About this Manual

1. This manual was prepared for users to use the next 80% resampled micro data sets of Thailand
Socio-Economic Survey (TSES) 2014.

2. The original micro data sets composed of all the samples were provided by Thai NSO based on
the Charter for Experimental Laboratory for Research Purpose Statistical Use of Micro Data. They
were reorganized and resampled at the rate of 80% by Sinfonica.

3. The above resampled data sets are available through the Institute of Statistical Mathematics (ISM)

both in R and CSV format. CSV files are readable by Excel as well as any statistical software.

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Chapter 2.  Outline of the survey

Obijectives of

the survey

® To collect the detailed information on economics and social matters of the household such

as income, expenditure, assets, liabilities, structure of household members, housing
characteristics, migration and remittance transfer as well as the information on access to
social welfare/government program and public services.

Topics covered

by the survey

The questionnaire of household members and expenditures contains the following

information:

Part 1 Household membership

Part 2 Housing characteristics

Part 3 Expenditure on goods and services

Part 4 Expenditure on food, beverages and tobacco

The questionnaire of household income contains the following information
(Note: This part is not included in TESE 2014.):

Part 1 Income from wages and salaries

Part 2 Income from business, industry or profession other than farming
Part 3 Income from farm business

Part 4 Income from other sources

Part 5 Household asset and debt

Part 6 Migration and remittance transfers

Frequency of

the survey

The survey has been carried out every year from 2006 onwards.

Two types of questionnaires were used;

»  The core module (the questionnaire of household members and expenditures) in every
year

»  The special module (the questionnaire of household income) in every two years with
odd final digit.

Survey period

The survey was carried out from January to December 2011.

Coverage of the

survey

All private, non-institution households (excluding households of foreign diplomats and
other tempory residents).

Sample design

Stratified two-stage sampling.

Strata: 76 provinces. Each stratum was divided into two parts according to the type of local
administration, namely, municipal area and non-municipal area.

PSU:

The sample selection of blocks/villages was performed separately and independently in
each part by using probability proportional to the total number of households in that block
or village.

SSU:

Private households were the ultimate sampling units. Households in every sample block
and village were listed to serve as the sampling frame, then the set of households was

rearranged by size of household (classified by number of household members) and type of
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economic household (determined on the basis of the occupational type which produces the
highest income in the household). Finally, private sample households were selected by
using the systematic method in each type of local administration with the following sample
size;

(1) 15 households from each of sample blocks in municipal areas

(2) 10 households from each of sample villages in non-municipal areas

® Sample size;
In total 52,000 households

Data collection | ® Face to face
method ® The sample was divided into twelve equally representative sub-samples.

® Each sub-household group was interviewed for the period of one-month.
Dataentryand | ® All recorded questionnaires were preliminary reviewed, edited and encoded in each
data check provincial office before sending the raw data file to the NSO headquarter.

® All raw data were, consequently, computerizedly edited for the final review.

® After several stages of data correction, the results were then tabulated.
Publication ® Survey report of TSES 2014 is not compiled in English.
